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“The Reproductive Health Technologies Project applauds U.S. Senator Frank Lautenberg (D-NJ) and the Senate Committee on Environment and Public Works for reopening the conversation about how to protect our families from toxic chemicals with today’s hearing on the Toxic Substances Control Act (TSCA). 

“A recent study of pregnant women by UCSF researchers reminds us that more and more chemicals are finding their way into the human body. Mounting scientific evidence links many of these chemicals to early puberty in girls, decreased sperm count, miscarriage, and infertility. At least 12% of women reported infertility, miscarriage, or difficulty conceiving in 2002, an increase of 40% from 1982. Reproductive health is suffering because the current law is not doing enough to limit our exposure to these chemical trespassers.

“But it doesn’t have to be this way, and we are encouraged to see policymakers taking on this critical public and reproductive health concern. Pregnant women and children are particularly vulnerable to toxic environmental exposures, and relief cannot come soon enough. We are hopeful that lawmakers will pass meaningful chemical policy reform during the 112th Congress and begin to build a healthier tomorrow for women, their children, and their communities.”
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
